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Smash 137: With ‘cracking’ I had to stop after a certain point; I got fed up and I just went 
too loose. But I feel that as a result of all of those paintings you really see that I became freer. 
This one—it’s probably one of my favorite ones. Just look how much I opened the letters to 
one another. I mean this gives you so much space for your own interpretation. But I feel it’s 
still totally clear to everyone looking at it how it works. I would say that it wasn’t until after 
this crack thing, that my ‘letter kama sutra’ became cool. It at least reached a point where I 
could say this is something really interesting, and maybe even new.
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
